WHEREAS, a certain tract of land in the Ciiy of Bryan, County of Brazos, Texas has

. begn doveloped, over a period of time, for residential and institutional pirposcs; and

WHERFAS, to date thero have been a total of eight (8) subdivision plate filed in the
Official Records of Brazos County describing Phases ONE through RIGHT, and BIGHT A
of the TIFFANY PARK.

SECTION 2. MAINTENANCE COMMITTRE,  One such committes appointed by. the Board of
Directors shall be the Maintenance Committes, which shall have the responsibility for the
maintenance of designated rights-of-ways and entrances, both internal and exfernal to the
HOC; those common areas that aye included in and a patt of the aren of the HOC, The
Maintenance Committee shall have the suthority to enter into contracts for the mowing,
trimming, edging, planting and such other activities as may be required to maintain these
arens of the HOC

mmmmmmm Orie such comtuittee appomted by

_the Board of Directors shall be the Architectural Control Committes that will have

responsibility for maintaining and enforcing the covenants and restrictions as contained in
the CC&Rs. This Comunitteo shall have the authority-fo enter into contracts with properly
qudlified person(s) to perform such inspections as to assure compliance with tha CC&Rs.
Any expenditure for such services must be approved by the Board of Directors,

SECTION 4. OTHER COMMITTEES. Other committees not having and exercising the
authority of the Board of Directors in the management of the HOC may be designated by
a regolution adopted by a majority of the directors present at a meeting at which a quorum
is present. Bxeept as otherwise provided in such tesolution, members of such cotnmittees
shall be Members and appointed by the Board of Divectors. Any member(s) thereof may
be removed by the Board of Directors whenever in its judgement the best interests of the
HOC shall be served by such removal,

ARTICLE IX, MAINTENANCE FRES AND ASSESSMENTS

Except to the extent such
liabiljty or damage or injiity is covered by insurance procesds, the Board of Directors may
authorize the HOC to pay expienses incurred by, or fo salisfy a judgement or fine rendered
or levied against, a pregont or formet ditector, officer, committes member or employee of
the HOC in an action brought by a third parly against such petson whethet or not the
HOC Is joined ag a party defendant, to impose a liability or penalty on such person while
a director, officer, committee member or employee, provided however, the Board of
Ditectors defermines in good faith that all of the requirements of Asticle 1396-2.22A,
Vemon's Amnotated Texas Statntes or its successor may reqgnire have been satisfied.
Payments authorized hereunder include amounts paid and expenses incurred in setfling
any such action or threatened action. The provisions of this Asticle shall apply to the

ARTICLE X1I, CONFLICT OF PROVISIONS
SECTION: L. AMENDMENTS TQ PREVAIL. Should any provisions of these Bylaws be in

supplemental Deolarations of CC&Rs, then such provision or provisions in such
Deolaration and its amendments, if any, shall prevail,

ARTICLE XTI, BOOKS AND RECORDS

SECTION 1, LOCATION OF THE BOOKS AND RECORDS. The HOC shall keep correct and
complets books and records of accounis and shall also keep minutes of the proceedings of
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its Members, Board of Directors, and commitiees havmg any of the authority of theBoard '3
of Directors, and shall keep at the registered or principal office a record giving the names e
and addresses of all Members entitled to vote. All baoks and recoxds of the HOC may be

. inspeoted by a Member or, hislhsr authorized agent ot attomey for any purpose at any
